1.0 Opening of Meeting

11 Acknowledgement of the Land:

3.0 Material Resources and Transportation
31 Additional Transportation Needs — Groupe Renaud Inc. — Jewish General Hospital
The Director of Material Resources and Transportation advised that normally there are twenty (20)
students transported to the Jewish General Hospital in four minivans, five students per minivan, but

due to COVID-19 this number has been reduced to sixteen or four students per minivan so once this
number is exceeded an additional vehicle is required.
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The Director of Pedagogical Services noted that the nature of the Jewish General Hospital Day
Program is that it is a therapy program with an educational component. The program services the
greater Montréal area and there is not a set number of places so when a call is received that a
student has been accepted the school board needs make the necessary transportation
arrangements.

In response to a question from Commissioner Guy Gagnon, the Director of Material Resources and
Transportation noted that the additional minivan is required because the number of students being
transported has exceed sixteen.

WHEREAS the Executive Committee of the Sir Wilfrid Laurier School Board adopted resolution
no. CC-170628-TS-0129, renewing contracts with various transportation contractors for five (5)
years beginning on July 1, 2017, and ending on June 30, 2022;

WHEREAS the Sir Wilfrid Laurier School Board received a letter dated August 12, 2020, from the
Ministére de 'Education et de 'Enseignement supérieur (MEES) informing the school board that,
due to the current COVID-19 pandemic, the maximum capacity of berlines has been set at four (4)
student passengers, with a physical barrier installed, or two (2) student passengers, without a
physical barrier installed;

WHEREAS the Sir Wilfrid Laurier School Board (SWLSB) was informed in early October that a
student with special needs under its jurisdiction required transportation to and from the Jewish
General Hospital

WHEREAS said student requires this service as of October 20, 2020;

WHEREAS an additional minivan is required to service this student to and from the Jewish General
Hospital;
