Board as Saint-Lin-Laurentides is the birthplace of Sir Wilfrid Laurier; 
• Laurier Elementary School, which captures the essence of the various name 

proposals received while representing a harmonious blend of the proposals that 
honour the legacy of Sir Wilfrid Laurier; 

• March 26-27, 2024: The three names were sent back to all of the registered families 
and all of the employees of the schools impacted by the opening of the new school 
asking for them to vote on their favourite. The voting closed today, March 27, 2024, 
at 15:00; 

• The results of the vote earlier today are: 
• Achigan Elementary School: 31 votes or 16 percent; 
• Heritage Elementary School: 87 votes or 44 percent; 
• Laurier Elementary School: 80 votes or 40 percent;

WHEREAS public call for tenders no. 23-209-09 was published for a plumbing work task order 
contract and the bids were opened on February 27, 2024; 
 
WHEREAS the call for tenders was divided in three regional lots (respectively eastern region, 
northern region and western region) allowing for each bidder to submit a bid in one or more 
lots; 
 
WHEREAS the conformity of all bidders has been verified; 
 
Commissioner Anick Brunet MOVED THAT, on the recommendation of the Advisory Committee 
– Student Success, the Council of Commissioners of the Sir Wilfrid Laurier School Board award 
a three-year task order contract (1 year + 2 optional periods of one year each) for plumbing 
work as follows:

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 AND THAT, as per the Regulation respecting construction contracts of public bodies, “if the 
task order contract is entered into with several contractors, the performance requests are made 
to the contractor who submitted the lowest price, unless the contractor cannot perform the 
contract, in which case the other contractors are solicited according to their respective rank,” 
the Sir Wilfrid Laurier School Board will solicit the other conformable contractors who submitted 
a bid, according to their respective rank, as indicated in the table above; 
 
AND THAT the engagement of the contractors be conditional to the receipt of all contractual 
documents; 
 
FURTHER THAT the Director of Material Resources and Transportation be authorized to sign 
all documentation concerning these contracts.
